GENERAL INFORMATION

The «MICRO» is a six-transistor straight receiver
with automatic sensitivity adjustment.

It is to-day the smallest receiving piece in the
world in serial production. All its resistors and
most of capacitors are thin film type.

The receiver is intended both oar in- or outdoors
operation. It insures reliable reception of local bro-
adcasting covering long and medium wave range
by means of built-in ferrite-rod aerial. The receiver
output is coupled to a miniature earphone for per-

sonal listening which allows the «MICRO» to be
used in public places.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

I. Prior to switching on:

Take the receiver Irom the plastic case, fit the

earphone to the ear, using the earphone support, if
necessary. Hold the receiver in your left hand fa-
cing the controls.

2. Switching on and tuning:

Turn knob 7 in a clockwise direstion so that po-
inter 2 is set against 6 and a click is heard in the
earphone.

Set range swilch 4 lo a desired position by dep-
ressing its upper or lower parl. When the «M» is seen,
it will indicate that the medium wave range is on,
while «L» will correspond to the long wave range.



Turn slowly tuning knob 3 and tune the receiver
to a desired broadcast station.

The receive aerial has a ridectional characteris-
tic (dircctional selectivity). Therefore, efter the re-
ceiver is tuned, it has to be turned in a horizontal
platie to gain maximum sound volume, of to redu-
ce it to a required level.

To switch off the receiver,
pointer 2 sets =2gainst 5.

3. Charging and mounting the battery

After every 10 to 15 hours of operation the bat-

tery should be charged by means of a battery

charger. The receiver set includes another battery

whiin is placed instead of the one being charged.

For replacing the battery, set pointer 2 of knob

I against 7, pull out the knob and remove the bat-

ieryl.) I;ut in the charged battery and mount in place
nob 1.

When placing the battery into the receiver see
to it that the battery marking (sign+) is on the
outside.

The battery to be charged should be placed into
the open cartridge of the charger and then slipped
inside the latter.

The design of the battery charger precludes bat-
tery charging if the battery is not correctly placed

Before connecting the charger plug to the
mains, set voltage plug switch of the charger fo
the position corresponding to the mains voltage.

The charging time is some 15 hours. When it is
over, disconnect the charger from the mains. To
avoid discharging of the battery, don't leave it in

the charger for a long time after charging is comp-
leted. Keep the battery charged. When the receiver
is out-of-use, the battery still has to be charged not
less than once a month.

Avoid overcharging of the batteries by follo-
wing strictly the above instructions. See to it that
the battery terminals (+) and (—) are not short-
circuited by metal objects.

The receiver may be supplied also by dry battery.
